Location

Art in the Park will be held in Pensacola, Florida’s historic Seville Park, located in Pensacola’s Cultural Arts District, adjacent to Pensacola’s beautiful waterfront and steps away from the Pensacola Museum of Art.

Fees

Jury Fee $30 (non-refundable), plus $30 for each additional medium

Booth Fee $225

Corner Booth Fee $300

ELIGIBILITY

Open to all artists 18 years or older.  Artists are chosen for participation by a selection committee.  The committee reserves the right to review, and approve or refuse, all works presented for consideration.  Artists must exhibit during the entire show.  Failure to follow this rule makes artists ineligible for awards and admissions to future shows.

ARTIST AMENITIES

Complimentary breakfast provided Saturday & Sunday morning

Water & Snacks provided throughout the day Saturday & Sunday

Volunteer Booth Sitters

(1) VIP Party ticket Saturday night, for all participating artists. Juried awards will be presented during this time

MEDIA

Clay, Drawing, Pastel, Fiber, Furniture, Glass, Jewelry, Metalworks, 2D Mixed Media, 3D Mixed Media, Oil & Acrylic Painting, Photography, Printmaking/Graphics, Sculpture, Watercolor, Wood.  Artists shall only exhibit work typified by submitted images.

SALES

Each artist is responsible for their own transactions.  Transactions must include 7 ½ % sales tax.

RAIN

The event might experience occasional rain showers ranging in intensity from a mild sprinkle to a thunderstorm.  The event does not close during intermittent rain unless the weather pattern suggests constant showers throughout the day.  Come prepared to withstand rain or shine.

REPRODUCTION POLICY

In an effort to be fair to our artists and forthright with the customers of our festival we ask your cooperation in following this policy:

All original artwork displayed must be produced by the exhibiting artist and must be consistent with the digital images submitted with your application.

Any artwork, including photographs, that is produced by any mechanical means, i.e., giclees, enhanced giclees, photo-offset, or any other reproduction technique, either on paper or canvas, must be labeled a “reproduction” and placed in browse bins.  Framed reproductions may be hung on only one wall of the booth not to exceed 10 linear feet and they must be labeled as reproductions.

Absolutely no buy-sell.  No merchandise such as coffee cups, note cards, calendars, or other items mass produced from an original piece of artwork will be permitted, including an artists original design that has been transferred to merchandise such as tee-shirts, calendars, note cards, etc.

By following this policy all artists will be able to offer a variety of artwork at various price points and the buying public will be better informed.  The show will be monitored for compliance to the policy.

UNACCEPTABLE WORK

Commercially-manufactured items or items made from commercial kits or molds may not be exhibited.  Commercial reproductions (photo, offset, letterpress or gravure) of the artist’s original work are strongly discouraged.  Reproductions, if available, may be displayed in a portfolio and clearly labeled, “Reproduction, not limited edition print.”  The Art in the Park Committee reserves the right to review and approve all works to be exhibited.

BOOTH SITTER INFORMATION

Art in the Park will be providing volunteers to tend your booth while you take a brief break to get refreshments, use the restrooms, etc.

We ask you to please not be away for more than 10 to 15 minutes as the volunteers will be circulating and attending to a number of booths.  Please be considerate of your fellow artists who may also need a break.  Please do not ask booth sitters to run errands for you.   Booth sitters will not be able to make sales while you are away but will inform customers when you will return.

When you need a sitter, please tape the orange flag in a prominent position on the upper outside of your booth above the crowd and they will come as soon as possible.

 LIABILITY

Each exhibitor is responsible for the safety of his/her own display.  It is understood that neither the Board or staff of PMA are to be held liable for damage, theft, or loss of applicants’/exhibitors’ slides, work, display materials, or personal property, nor for injury to exhibitors, or loss or injury caused by products sold or exhibited by participants of the show, directly or through warranty expressed or implied.  Insurance for such loss, damages, or injury shall be the sole responsibility for each exhibitor at his or her own cost.  The above named shall not be held liable for failure to produce or continue the show if such failure is brought about by causes beyond their control.  The Art in the Park Committee reserves the right to ask any exhibitor who does not comply with stated policies or causes undue disruption to leave the show at any time without refund of fees.  Your signature on the entry form indicates an agreement to hereby and forever discharge PMA from all matters of actions, suits, damages, claims, and demands whatsoever in law or equity from any loss or damage to the signee’s property while in possession, supervision or auspices of PMA representatives or employees.

SECURITY

PMA provides 24-hour security in the park however, all artists exhibit work at their own risk.  It is understood that PMA does not carry insurance to cover your personal property.  As an independent contractor, you are advised to obtain your own insurance.
